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Grant Making Philosophy

The South Carolina Jump$tart Coalition welcomes grant requests from non-profit, 501(c)(3) tax-exempt agencies and schools located within and serving citizens of South Carolina.

First, an organization must submit a grant application (see application for guidelines and requirements).  Once a proposal is submitted to the Coalition, it is then checked to verify that all requirements have been met. (Incomplete applications will not be considered).  The Grant Review Subcommittee will then evaluate the proposal and submit its recommendation to the Board of Directors.

· The Coalition will not make grants to individuals.

· The Coalition will thoroughly review the requesting organization’s ability to succeed in the project, including evaluation of its budget, Board of Directors, staffing capability and experience.

· The Coalition emphasizes post-grant assessment of funded projects to determine the impact on the community.

Request for Proposal

Each year the South Carolina Jump$tart Coalition shall make monies available to qualifying South Carolina 501(c) (3) organizations to support their efforts in promoting financial literacy to children and young adults in the state.  Our goal is to seek financial education initiatives where a modest grant can make a significant impact.  The grants shall support any innovative financial literacy program, project or event that directly empowers children and young adults with skills that lead them and their families to make informed, responsible financial decisions.

We encourage proposals that:

· Promote financial literacy to children and young adults

· Use modest funds to make a multiplicative impact

· Generate community support and involvement

· State project objectives which are measurable and can be attainable within a 6-month period

Proposal Process:

The competitive proposal process considers each submitted grant application.  Each complete grant application is then assigned to a member of the Grant Review Subcommittee for review.  The Grant Review Subcommittee then makes it recommendations to the Board of Directors, who has the final authority to approve or deny any grant request.  Members of the Board of Directors and the Grant Review Subcommittee are conscientious in removing themselves from the discussion and voting regarding any organizations with which they are affiliated.

Applicants are requested to maintain this standard of objectivity and fairness.  Lobbying and written/verbal endorsements of applications directly to a member of the Board of Directors and/or Grant Review Subcommittee are considered inappropriate.  If a member is contacted on behalf of a grantee, the board/subcommittee members will disclose that contact application discussion and the board/subcommittee members will recuse themselves from the deliberation process if they believe their objectivity has been comprised by the contact.
